Introduction 

The City’s Economic Development Committee (Committee) meets on the first Thursday of each 
month at 5:00 in the City Council Chambers.  According to Title II, Chapter 3, Article 11, §2246 
of the Arcata Municipal Code, the powers and duties of the Committee are: 

A. To serve in an advisory capacity to the Council, Commissions, or City staff as appropriate in 
matters pertaining to economic development, including but not limited to manufacturing, 
retail, tourism, business expansion and revitalization and agriculture. 

B. To make recommendations to the Community Development Agency Board with respect to 
plans, projects and proposals affecting the Redevelopment Project Area and within the 
scope of the Redevelopment Plan. 

C. To review economic trends and to make recommendations to strengthen the 
economic well-being of the City. 

Accomplishments 

The Committee completed the following activities since the October 19, 2016, Committee 
Report: 

1. Reviewed and prioritized Committee goals based on Special Study Session with City 
Council. 

2. Reviewed and made recommendations on the City’s Mobile Home Affordability program. 

3. Continues to review and consider medical and adult cannabis business opportunities and 
constraints.  Continue to monitor impacts of development within Medical Marijuana 
Innovation Zone. 

4. Reviewed business adaptations for a diversified consumer such as social media tools to 
stimulate the local economy. 

5. Reviewed opportunities to increase recreational and cultural activities for non-alcohol 
based businesses (under age venues). 

6. Reviewed and commented on City’s Zero Waste program. 

7. Received a presentation on the economic benefits of developing recycling/reuse markets.  

8. Received a presentation on the economic benefits of harm reduction programs by the 
Humboldt Area Center for Harm Reduction. 

9. Received a presentation by author Michelle Camou on the various ways cities are building 
local economies by helping develop worker co-ops. 

10. Continues to receive updates on the revitalization options for the Arcata Ball Park.  
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11. Continues to receive updates on the West End Specific Plan - Happy Valley and Aldergrove 
Industrial Park Planning and Technical Assistance grant. 

12. Reviewed options and made recommendation for the City to encourage Uber, pedicab, 
safe pedestrian corridors and other alternative transportation services in Arcata.  
Specifically, the unsafe lighting on the Highway 101 pedestrian bridge from HSU to 
Northtown. 

13. Continues to receive updates on the trends of land use activities on industrial lands. 

14. Recommended two Business of the Year nominees to the City Council. 

15. Received regular reports on the City’s Business Loan Program. 

16. Reviewed and commented on City’s Community Development Block Grant potential 
projects. 

17. Participated at the League of Women Voters of Humboldt County – Community 
Participation Fair. 

18. Receives and reviews local employment and sales tax data. 

Goals and Activities 2018 

The Committee adopted the following goals and activities for the upcoming year: 

1. Continue to support Arcata Ball Park revitalization. 

2. Assist in the review of applicable Planning and Technical Assistance Grant products for West 
End Strategic Plan – Happy Valley – Aldergrove. 

3. Assist in the evaluation of the opportunities and constraints of industrial lands and 
recommendation of their highest and best use. 

4. Review and make recommendations on future commercial and industrial markets the City 
should target. 

5. Review and make recommendations on technology upgrades to support the business 
community. 

6. Review community investment mechanisms to support the local economy. 

7. Make recommendations for Arcata Business of the Year award. 

8. Continue to receive and comment on City housing and business loan programs. 

9. Update Loan Guidelines with current living wage. 

10. Develop strategies for economic development based on an increasingly changing consumer 
base. 

11. Receive updates from Arcata Chamber of Commerce, Arcata Main Street, and the Humboldt 
Film Commission. 
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12. Continue to monitor and make recommendation on the cannabis industry’s economic 
influences on Arcata. 

13. Investigate and recommend strategies on procurement policies for local businesses to 
improve the local economy. 

14. Evaluate pressures and impacts of housing (Homeless/Houseless, mobile homes, etc.) on 
the local economy. 

15. Review and make recommendations to support the business and residential needs of the 
Valley west neighborhood. 

16. Review and make recommendations on City’s sea level rise policies. 

17. Other pertinent subjects as identified by the City Council, Committee, or City Departments.  

18. Consider opportunities for economic development to address the needs of the increasingly 
diversified student and residential population.

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chlorine free.  He explained that staff's recommended project was Alternative No. 4.1 which 
additionally included improvements to the existing oxidation ponds, rehabilitation of existing 
wetlands and construction of an additional Marsh 7 ($8 million), construction of a 1.3-million-
gallons-daily oxidation ditch, digester improvements and sludge handling ($12.4 million).  This 
would result in an estimated total project cost of $42.3 million. 
 
Mr. Kelley explained the alternatives and their cost.  He said that the base cost was $29.8 million 
and would give the City a treatment capacity of 3.8 million gallons daily (MGD).  He added that 
Alternative No. 4 would add in one oxidation ditch of 1.8 MGD for a total cost of $42.2 million.  
He said staff felt the City would get close to 99.5% compliance with those upgrades, and that the 
key would be meeting the ammonia limit.  He further stated that staff believed Alternative No. 
4.2 would give the City 95 percent compliance.  Mr. Kelley said that Alternative No. 4.3 at $64.4 
million, was not recommended, but would give the City 5.9 MGD with the marshes turned off.  
He stated that Alternative No. 5 could give the City 95-100% compliance with a very robust 
mechanical aeration system. 
 
City Engineer Class pointed out that with Alternative No. 4.1 staff was confident the City could 
be in compliance 95 percent of the time, but that included using the wetlands at 2.3 MGD and the 
oxidation ditch at 1.8 MGD.  He said this would be the target for the future and that meeting the 
5.9 MGD point would be critical. 
 
Mayor Ornelas invited public comment. 
 
Alexandra Stillman, a resident of Arcata, appeared before the Council and said it was good that 
the City was looking at its current system and trying to figure out how to make it more efficient.  
She noted that the marsh system had not been upgraded since the early 1980s. 
 
An unidentified member of the audience asked if Mr. Kelley was a proponent of the project. 
 
Mr. Kelley replied that he was with LACO Associates, one of the City's contract engineers and 
that he agreed with moving forward with Alternative No. 4.1. 
 
Mayor Ornelas closed the public comment period. 
 
ON MOT ION BY PEREIRA, SECONDED BY PITINO, AND WITH A UNANIMOUS 
VOICE VOTE THE COUNCIL AUTHORIZED ALTERNATIVE NO. 4.1 TO PURSUE 
FOR DEVELOPMENT OF ADDITIONAL DETAIL, AUTHORIZED STAFF TO SEEK 
STATE REVOLVING LOAN/GRANT FUNDS FOR PRELIMINARY DESIGN AND 
ENGINEERING,  AND AUTHORIZED STAFF TO INITIATE CEQA 
ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW.   AYES:  ORNELAS, PERIERA, PITINO, WINKLER.  
NOES:  NONE.  ABSENT:  NONE.  ABSTENTIONS:  NONE. 
 
RECESS:  The Council recessed from 8:32 to 8:47 p.m. 
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long-term goal of the City' investment policy was to prohibit investment in corporations with a 
record of gross ecological and environmental degradation; gross violations of the rights of 
workers; or corporations that invested in countries that had gross violations of human rights.  She 
noted that the last restriction was very broad and vague. 
 
Mayor Ornelas invited public comment. 
 
Diane Ryerson appeared before the Council and asked if credit unions were included under state-
chartered banks.  She said she would like to see credit unions included in the City's policy. She 
made the following suggestions for the "Socially Responsible Investing" section:  Change the 
title to a more general title such as Social Justice; and include fossil fuel pipeline investments 
and investments in privately-owned prisons. 
 
Walt Penniek appeared before the Council and suggested it consider social do's to make it easier 
for the Finance Director to analyze investments in the future. 
 
Mayor Ornelas closed the public comment period. 
 
BY GENERAL CONSENSUS, THE COUNCIL DIRECTED FINANCE DIRECTOR 
LUZZI TO MAKE THE FOLLOWING CHANGES IN THE CITY'S INVESTMENT 
POLICY, AND TO RETURN AT A FUTURE MEETING FOR FINAL APPROVAL OR 
FURTHER RECOMMENDATION BY THE COUNCIL:  TO THE SECTION TITLED 
SOCIALLY RESPONSIBLE INVESTING, ADD TO THE PROHIBITIONS, 
CORPORATIONS THAT MAKE FOSSIL FUEL INVESTMENTS, CORPORATIONS 
THAT INVEST IN PRIVATELY -OWNED PRISONS,  OR CORPORATIONS THAT 
NEGATIVELY EFFECT C LIMATE CHANGE; AND ADD THAT THE CITY MAY 
INVEST IN CORPORATIONS THAT PROVIDE A SOCIAL BENEFIT.  
 
D.  Adopt Resolution No. 167-47,  A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Arcata 
Approving an Agreement Declaring Restrictive Covenants for the Transfer of Caltrans 
Property, Assessor's Parcel No. 507-141-050, to the City of Arcata and the Cooperative 
Agreement for Same Property.  Director of Environmental Services Andre recommended the 
Council adopt Resolution No. 167-47 for the transfer of Caltrans property to the City of Arcata 
and adopt the "Cooperative Agreement for the property.  He stated that this would lead to the 
acquisition by the City of 19.1 acres of property along the Mad River adjacent to Carlson Park.  
He noted that there would be some costs in the long term for maintenance, abatements, invasive 
plant removal and issues relative to illegal camping.  He said that staff would seek grant funds to 
cover future costs for trails, parking, a boat launch facility, etc.  He explained that the plan for 
the park was to provide passive use and access to the Mad River. 
 
Mayor Ornelas suggested the City might want to consider allowing camping on the one-acre site 
as long as there was a camp host. She noted that in the "Management, Maintenance and Use 
section of the Cooperative Agreement, under item no. 4, the wording restricted camping.  She 
suggested that "prevent overnight camping" could be changed to "prevent unauthorized 
overnight camping."

the Council adopt the final Mobilehome Affordability Study because it was the foundation upon 
which the ordinances were drafted.   
 
Director Loya stated that the rent control ordinance specified how much and how often parks 
could raise the space rent.   He laid out some of the key features of the ordinance as being:  1) It 
provided for the standard Consumer Price Index (CPI) for increases based on western states; 2) It 
allowed for pass-throughs for utilities; 3) It allowed for pass-throughs, if approved by a majority 
of the residents, for capital improvements and maintenance.  He stated that the base rent was the 
only rent that had automatic increases associated with the Consumer Price Index. He said it 
allowed the park owners to ask for a change to whatever the approved CPI adjustment was 
and/or increases associated with park improvements.  He explained that it allowed the residents 
to ask the City Manager to re-evaluate requests that were made for fair return or capital 
improvements.   Additionally, the process allowed for administrative-level decision making so 
that not all decisions had to go to a hearing officer.  He pointed out that the ordinance had a 
vacancy control component which limited the amount the park owners could raise rent when a 
unit was sold and proposed 10 percent of the previous space rent.  He stated that there was a cap 
on rent increases of five (5) percent, so if the CPI was more than five (5) percent, the rent 
increase could still only be five (5) percent.  He said there was also a floor of two (2) percent if 
the CPI fell below two (2) percent.  He explained that there was a provision that if park owners 
did not maintain the park, the homeowners could request a reduction in their rent.   
 
Director Loya noted that there was an administrative fee associated with administration of the 
ordinance and that he  did not have an estimate of what it would cost to administer the program.  
He explained that the ordinance allowed residents to petition the City Manager for adjustment or 
review of their rent.  He said the Council could strip some provisions out of the ordinance related 
to residents' due process, and the administrative fee could be less because of that.  Or, the City 
could associate a fee with a resident making a request for administrative review, and this could 
reduce the suggested administrative fee in the ordinance which was proposed at $10 a month.  
He said the City would use the $10 a month to build a fund for administration of the program.    
 
Director Loya stated that the park closure ordinance provided some safety to the residents if the 
owner changed the park to a condominium model or closed it completely.  He explained that the 
ordinance would not prevent a closure, but it would give some notice to residents or assistance in 
relocation. 
 
Mayor Ornelas invited public comment. 
 
Ariella Mitchell, a resident of Lazy J Mobilehome Park, appeared before the Council and 
thanked staff for drafting the ordinance and the Council for listening.  She urged the Council to 
not rush into adopting the ordinance without understanding what was written between the lines.  
She felt the section on pass-throughs was difficult to understand.  She also said she didn't think 
the residents should have to pay the owners for capital improvements and that those items should 
be just an expense of doing business.  She suggested having a legal expert in mobilehome law 
review the ordinance.  She recommended the fees start out low.

Hillary Moser, representing residents of the Valley West and Town and County Mobilehome 
Parks, appeared before the Council and said she echoed Ms. Mitchell's comments.  She requested 
the Council not adopt a floor of two percent (2%) if the CPI was lower than that.  She stated that 
a $5 monthly administrative fee was about what the residents could afford and was reasonable.  
She also said that some of the other fees should be paid for by the park owners.  She agreed with 
having the ordinance reviewed by an expert in mobilehome law. 
 
Linda Medoff appeared before the Council and urged it to look at the ordinance item-by-item as 
she believed there was some fine tuning that needed to be done for everyone's benefit.  She said 
that exclusionary zoning could prevent a park conversion or closure.  She urged the Council to 
review Linda Derkson's letter.  She said the ordinance section on pass-throughs was problematic.   
 
An email was received from Linda Derkson wherein she requested the ordinance include 
language as a notice to prospective tenants, similar to such language that was in the Humboldt 
County Mobile Home Rent Stabilization Ordinance. 
 
A letter was received from Doug Johnson, Senior Regional Representative of the Western 
Manufactured Housing Communities Association, in opposition to the proposed rent control 
ordinance stating that it was the least effective strategy to provide assistance to low- and very 
low-income park residents. 
 
Mayor Ornelas closed the public comment period. 
 
Councilmember Pereira voiced that she felt the two (2) percent floor should not be in the 
ordinance, and said she also had concerns with the capital improvements pass-through.  She 
recommended the Council compromise on the $10 a month administrative fee so that it would be 
affordable for the residents. 
 
Councilmember Pitino said he was comfortable with a $5 administrative fee.  Regarding the 
capital improvements pass-throughs, he said he found that section confusing.  Regarding the 
provision for 51 percent or 80 spaces, he said he would like the 80-spaces provision removed.  
He stated that he, too, did not agree with the two (2) percent floor.   
 
Mayor Ornelas said she agreed with Councilmembers Pereira and Pitino.  She suggested 
changing "City Manager" to "City Manager or her designee."  She said she didn't understand 
section 6920.6(E)--Capital Replacement Costs, subsection 3, where it said "the City Manager 
shall review a proposed Capital Replacement Cost pass-through charge upon receipt of a petition 
signed by at least one adult Mobilehome Owner from each of fifty percent (50%) of the Spaces 
subject to rent control in a Park or eighty (80) spaces subject to rent control . . . ."  She said the 
50 percent should be 50 percent plus 1. 
 
On inquiry by Mayor Ornelas, Director Loya said the reason the increases appeared to be stacked 
was because the only rent the ordinance regulated was the base rent.  The other pass-throughs 
were authorized by another process.  He said that after rent stabilization, the residents were 
entitled to a statement showing what percentage of their rent was going to a particular cost.

Further, capital improvement pass-throughs were amortized and the residents would be given 
that amortization schedule.

Director Loya said he would bring back more detail for options for the pass-throughs and 
evaluation of the legal basis for fair return related to that.

He stated that Arcata House Partnership was interested in running the TBRA 
program for Arcata, therefore, the possibility that Arcata would have a TBRA up and running in 
the next six months was very good.
