D. Adopt Ordinance No. 1496, an Ordinance of the City Council of the City of Arcata 
Amending Zoning Regulations Pertaining to Cannabis Regulation; Waive Reading 
of the Text and Consent to Read by Title Only. Adopt Ordinance No. 1497, an 
Ordinance of the City Council of the City of Arcata Amending the Arcata 
Municipal Code Pertaining to the Use and Regulation of Cannabis; Waive Reading 
of the Text and Consent to Read by Title Only. 

Councilmember Watson requested an update from staff on the retail program as a whole, and 
about the fee structure in the innovation zone. 
 
Director of Community Development Loya said that Ordinances No. 1496 and 1497 would add 
the non-medical cannabis regulations to the City's regulatory program.  He said that staff had 
conducted several meetings with stakeholders, and further, the Economic Development 
Committee had reviewed an analysis on various options for siting retail locations. He said that 
Arcata Main Street had done a survey of its members, and staff was crafting its own survey to try 
to find out what the community wanted relative to retail cannabis regulations.  He indicated that 
he felt staff could present a retail ordinance to the Council in six to nine months.  He said 
Ordinances No. 1496 and 1497 would allow for retail distribution of medical and non-medical 
cannabis beginning January 1, 2018, but would not open the door for other retail uses.   
 
In regard to fees, Director Loya described the fee structure for Commercial Cannabis Activity 
Permits (CCAP) for both medical and non-medical cannabis. He said that if a business was 
operating with both medical and non-medical cannabis, staff would have to monitor each of 
those businesses separately and that was the reasoning behind the current fee structure.  He 
declared that Arcata's fees were very low and the City had not adopted taxes for medical and 
non-medical cannabis. 
 
BY GENERAL CONSENSUS, THE COUNCIL DIRECTED STAFF TO PUT CANNABIS 
PERMITTING FEES ON A FUTURE AGENDA AND ASKED THAT THE ADULT -USE 
RETAIL CANNABIS ORDINANCE BE BROUGHT BEFORE THE COUNCIL WITHIN 
SIX MONTHS. 
 
Mayor Pereira invited public comment. 
 
Kent Sawatzky appeared before the Council and said that the business model being seen was to 
have dispensaries where they currently were located, then have large companies locate right 
beside those dispensaries and charge 50 percent less for the product thereby forcing the 
dispensaries out of business.  He said he supported the Council doing whatever it could to assist 
the businesses. 
 
Nick Kieselhorst, a property owner in the innovation zone, appeared before the Council and 
spoke on behalf of his tenants stating that a fee for non-medical cannabis, in addition to the fee 
for medical cannabis, seemed steep. 
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Mayor Pereira closed the public comment period.

VOICE VOTE THE COUNCIL ADOPTED ORDINANCE NO. 1 496, AN ORDINANCE

ORDINANCE NO. 1497, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF T HE CITY OF 
ARCATA AMENDING THE ARCATA MUNICIPAL CODE PERTAINING TO THE 
USE AND REGULATION OF CANNABIS; WAIVED READING OF THE TEXT AND 
CONSENTED TO READ BY TITLE ONLY.  AYES:  PEREIRA, WATSON, ORNELAS, 
PITINO, WINKLER.

E. Authorize a Contract with SICPA Product Security to Provide Track and Trace and 
Appellation and Branding for Commercial Cannabis Permittees. 

Mayor Pereira invited public comment. 
 
Scott Davies, a licensed cultivator in the County and owner of a CCAP business on West End 
Road, appeared before the Council and encouraged it to find a way to work with SICPA as soon 
as possible.  He said that currently, any product going from the County to Arcata lost its 
appellation and track and trace. 
 
Kent Sawatzky appeared before the Council and said the more people that participated in SICPA, 
the better it would be for the small growers. 
 
Miles Raymer, from Northern Emeralds, appeared before the Council and thanked it for moving 
to SICPA and away from BioTrac. 
 
Bryan Willkomm, from Humboldt Patient Resource Center, appeared before the Council and 
said HPRC was in support of the appellation and branding opportunity for local companies,  He 
said that HPRC was in support of a volunteer level at least allowing their business to participate 
in and benefit from the SICPA program. 
 
Mayor Pereira closed the public comment period. 
 
City Manager Diemer said it was the City's intention to never require more than one track-and-
trace program.  She stated that the item before the Council was voluntary SICPA participation in 
the Medical Marijuana Innovation Zone in Arcata.  She requested the Council expand the 
recommendation through its motion by adding, "Enter into a professional services agreement 
with SICPA and/or Humboldt County." 
 
Director of Community Development Loya said the County had piggybacked onto Mendocino's 
contract with SICPA, and the cities of Eureka and Rio Dell had used the County's platform for 
their systems.  He stated that this was ultimately what Arcata would be doing, also.  He 
explained that staff was asking for authority to contract with SICPA under the County's platform. 
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ON MOTION BY PITINO, SECONDED BY ORNELAS, AND WITH A UNANIMOUS 
VOICE VOTE, THE COUNCIL AUTHORIZED A CONTRACT WITH SICPA 
PRODUCT SECURITY TO PROVIDE TRACK AND TRACE AND APPELLATION 
AND BRANDING FOR COMMERCIAL CANNABIS PERMITTEES, AND ENTER 
INTO A PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH SICPA AND/OR THE 
COUNTY OF HUMBOLDT.  AYES:  PEREIRA, WATSON, ORNELAS PITINO, 
WINKLER.  NOES:  NONE.  AB SENT:  NONE.  ABSTENTIONS:  NONE.

Councilmember Ornelas reported that she had spoken with City Engineer Class about the hill on 
Margaret Lane coming into the roundabout.  She said he had suggested a 15 m.p.h. limit sign and 
yield ahead sign on Margaret Lane. 
 
Mayor Pereira invited public comment.  No one came forward to speak.  Mayor Pereira closed 
the public comment period. 
 
ON MOTION BY ORNELAS, SECONDED BY PITINO, AND WITH A UNANIMOUS 
VOICE VOTE, THE COUNCIL ADOPTED RESOLUTION NO. 178 -33, AMENDING 
RESOLUTION NO. 167-51, DESIGNATING STREETS SUBJECT TO STOP SIGNS, 
AND RESOLUTION NO. 178-34, AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 156-08, 
DESIGNATING STREETS SUBJECT TO YIELD SIGNS, WITH THE ADDITION OF A 
YIELD AHEAD SIGN ON MARGARET LANE.  AYES:  PEREIRA, WATSON, 
ORNELAS, PITINO, WINKLER.  NOES:  NONE.  ABSENT:  NONE.  A BSTENTIONS:  
NONE. 

H. 1) Approve the Agreement for Employment, City Manager, and 2) Adopt 
Resolution No. 178-35, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Arcata 
Amending the Class and Pay Resolution for Management, Mid-Management,  
Confidential & Ap pointed Employees [to Add a Salary Grade Range for City 
Manager]. 

Mayor Pereira invited public comment. 
 
Kent Sawatzky appeared before the Council and said that Arcata had exceptional staff and spent 
property taxes appropriately.  He said that City Manager Diemer deserved the compensation she 
got. 
 
Mayor Pereira closed the public comment period. 
 
ON MOTION BY WATSON, SECONDED BY PITINO, AND WITH A UNANIMOUS 
VOICE VOTE, THE COUNCIL APPROVED THE AGREEMENT FOR 
EMPLOYMENT, CITY MANAGER, AND ADOPTED RESOLUTION N O. 178-35, A 
RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARCATA AMENDING 
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incentives included fee waivers with no specification as to which fees.  She said staff worked out 
fees for the historic preservation component and the new units.  She said the City's fees totaled 
$68,000 for the entire project (building, wastewater, water, recreation, planning) and the 
applicant was asking for a waiver of all fees.  She noted that the wastewater and water 
connection fees were a part of enterprise funds, and staff recommended a fee waiver of five 
percent of the total project cost.  She noted that the applicant's request would equal 11 percent of 
the total project cost.  Senior Planner Hunter asked the Council to consider:  1) whether or not 
this project would preserve the historic resource and maintain the integrity of the property; 2) if it 
was appropriate to use historic preservation in the context of an amenity; 3) if this would be a 
good project for a Mills Act contract; and 4) whether the return on investment and the alternative 
development options were appropriate methodologies for evaluating historic preservation 
incentives.  She said that if the Council supported the project and the draft Findings and 
Conditions of Approval, it should adopt the recommended action approving the Daggett Design 
Review Permit, and then direct staff to return with an ordinance amending the zoning map to 
include the revised Landmark Historic Property, authorization to enter into a Mills Act contract, 
and the required findings for each of those actions. 
 
Director of Community Development Loya said the actions were interconnected, and staff felt 
the need to get some direction on the fee incentives, which were closely tied to the Design 
Review action.  He clarified staff's recommendation to the Council to:  1) receive public 
comment; 2) consider the staff report and materials presented, and 3) give staff direction on the 
incentives.  Staff would then bring the package back along with the action to approve the Design 
Review Permit, as well as the ordinance amending the Landmark Historic designation. He said 
the Planning Commission was recommending the Council adopt the Findings for the Design 
Review Permit and Zoning Map amendment, adopt the new ordinance, adopt the categorical 
exemptions relative to infill and  historic preservation, approve the project with the Conditions 
included as an exhibit, and  in terms of the financial incentives, consider balancing the financial 
incentives for historic portions of the project against the financial gains associated with the new 
portions of the project.   
 
Director Loya said that staff had taken the position that there was a difference as to how the City 
used fees; some were required by enterprise funds, and some reimbursed staff time.  He directed 
the Council to staff's estimate on the fees for the project.  He said the sewer and water 
connections were enterprise fund fees and reimbursed a direct cost to the City.  He listed the 
recreation fee collected on new construction, building permit fee, stormwater fee, and planning 
permit fees.  He recommended the Council consider waiver of the in-kind fees, but not direct-
cost fees.  Staff's recommendation was to waive the building permit fees and planning permit 
fees, up to $10,000.  He said there was some flexibility, and the Council could waive planning 
fees, building fees, up to $20,000.  He noted that for affordable housing, the City would often 
defer fees until a developer applied for a Certificate of Occupancy.  Or, the City had also 
deferred fees over a short period of time, say five years.    
 
Director Loya recommended the Council go forward and approve the project with some sort of 
incentive package. 
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B. Introduce Ordinance No. 1498, An Ordinance of the City Council of the City of 
Arcata Amending the Administrative Citation Procedure of the Municipal Code, 
Waive Reading of the Text and Consent to Read by Title Only. 

City Attorney Diamond said the City had many tools to use to obtain compliance with its many 
codes, and this tool was an administrative process.  She said the preferred method was voluntary 
compliance which was always tried first.  She stated that proposed Ordinance No. 1498 outlined 
an administrative fine process.  She said the Municipal Code currently allowed the City Manager 
to impose fines upon issuance of a Notice of Intent to assess the fines, specifying the fine, and 
allowing 30 days to correct, etc.  She said the new process would envision that after voluntary 
compliance failed, a duly authorized staff person (basically department directors), would be 
authorized to issue an administrative citation, giving an opportunity to cure of up to six months, 
which could be extended by the City Manager and further extended by the City Council. She 
pointed out that fines would be set by the City Council by resolution.  She said there was one 
more opportunity to allow for voluntary compliance, whereby the enforcement officer could 
formalize the process through a Notice of Compliance specifying the time period in which to 
comply. There would also be an opportunity to request a hearing before a third party.  She said 
another change in the ordinance was to revise the minimum statutory penalties.   City Attorney 
Diamond said another component of the ordinance was a mechanism that would be given to the 
City Manager to administratively obtain information necessary to make a determination in these 
processes.  She said this ordinance was asking the Council to defer its authority over legislative 
subpoenaes to the City Manager.  She noted that the ordinance also updated the amounts of the 
fines. 
 
City Attorney Diamond pointed out a typographical error in the ordinance in section 1225. She 
said that between the words "to" and "subpoenas" should be the word "issue." 
 
Mayor Pereira invited public comment.  No one came forward to speak.  Mayor Pereira closed 
the public comment period. 
 
ON MOTION BY ORNELAS, SECONDED BY WINKLER, AND WITH A UNANIMOUS 
VOICE VOTE, THE COUNCIL INTRODUCED ORDINANCE NO. 1498, AND 
ORDINA NCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARCATA AMENDING 
THE ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION PROCEDURE OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE, 
WAIVED READING OF THE TEXT AND CONSENTED TO READ BY TITLE ONLY, 
WITH THE ADDITION OF THE WORD "ISSUE" BETWEEN THE WORDS "TO" 
AND "SUBPOENAS"  IN SECTION 1225.  AYES:  PEREIRA, WATSON, ORNELAS, 
PITINO, WINKLER.  NOES:  NONE.  ABSENT:  NONE.  ABSTENTIONS:  NONE.

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time period by an additional six months for complex situations, and the City Council may provide 
additional time to correct the problem.   

For non-compliance with an administrative notice or citation to correct, state law allows fines to be 
assessed up to $100 for the first offense, $200 for the second offense within the same year, and $500 
for each additional offense in the same year.  Violations of City building and safety codes may be 
subject to fines up to $100, $500 and $1000, respectively.  Ordinance 1498 updates current 
Municipal Code penalty schedules to be consistent with these stale law maximums. Additionally 
under Ordinance 1498, a specific penalty schedule utilizing these maximum statutory limits will be 
adopted by City Council resolution.  Delinquent fines, late fees and interest may be collected 
through collection, property assessment liens and judicial foreclosure.  

Administrative citations may be appealed by application to the City Manager, who will then appoint 
a third party hearing officer.  The fine amount must be deposited with the City at the time the appeal 
is filed, however the fine deposit is subject to a waiver for financial hardship. 

POLICY IMPLICATIONS: Enhanced ability to achieve compliance with City Codes.  

COMMITTEE/COMMISSION REVIEW:  None 

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW (CEQA):  The introduction and adoption of this ordinance is 
exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Section 15061(b)(3) of 
the CEQA Guidelines, because the ordinance amends an existing regulatory provision and it can be 
seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the amendment may have a significant effect on 
the environment. 

BUDGET/FISCAL IMPACT:  Financial impacts are expected to be negligible given that City staff 
presently engages in Code compliance activities. Full implementation of the Ordinance may result in 
programmatic cost savings due to realized staff efficiencies.

ORDINANCE NO. 1498 
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ARCATA AMENDING THE 
ADMINISTRATION CITATION PROCEDURE OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE 

 
The City Council of the City of Arcata does ordain as follows:    
 

Section 1.  Chapter 3, Penalty Provisions, of Title 1, General Provisions, is hereby renamed to 
“Enforcement and Penalty Provisions,” and Article 1 entitled “Penalty Provisions” is hereby created in 
Chapter 3 to consist of existing Sections 1200 through 1210 without any changes to said Sections, 
excepting changes to Section 1200, as shown by the following strike through for deleted text and bold 
double underscore for additions: 

 
Title 1 - General Provisions 

Chapter 3 – Enforcement and Penalty Provisions 
Article 1 - Penalty Provisions 

 
SEC. 1200.  Penalty – General. 
 

No person whether principal, agent, employee or otherwise, shall violate any provision, or fail to 
comply with any of the mandatory requirements of this Code. Any person violating any of the provisions 
or failing to comply with any of the mandatory requirements of this Code, shall be guilty of an infraction 
unless such offense is specifically designated as a misdemeanor in this Code. Any person convicted of a 
misdemeanor under any of the provisions of this Code, unless provision is otherwise herein made, shall 
be punished by a fine of not more than five-hundred one thousand dollars ($5001,000.00), or by 
imprisonment in the City or County Jail for a period not exceeding six months, or by both such fine and 
imprisonment. Every violation determined to be an infraction is punishable by (1) a fine not exceeding 
one-hundred dollars ($100.00) for a first violation; (2) a fine not exceeding two-hundred dollars ($200.00) 
for a second violation of the same ordinance within one year; (3) a fine not exceeding five-hundred 
dollars ($500.00) for each additional violation of the same ordinance within one year. Notwithstanding 
any other provision of law, a violation of local building and safety codes determined to be an 
infraction is punishable by (1) a fine not exceeding one hundred dollars ($100) for a first violation; 
(2) a fine not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500) for a second violation of the same ordinance 
within one year; (3) a fine not exceeding one thousand dollars ($1,000) for each additional violation 
of the same ordinance within one year of the first violation. Each such person shall be guilty of 
separate offense for each and every day during any portion of which any violation of any provision of this 
Code is committed, continued, or permitted by such person and shall be punishable accordingly.   

 
Section 2.  Section 1210, “Administrative fines or penalties for violations of Code,” of Title 2, 

General Provisions, Chapter 3, Enforcement and Penalty Provisions, is hereby repealed. 
 
Section 3.  Article 2 entitled “Administrative Enforcement” is hereby created in Chapter 3, 

Enforcement and Penalty Provisions, of Title 2, General Provisions, and shall consist of the following 
new Sections 1210 – 1225  hereby adopted: 
 

Title 1 - General Provisions 
Chapter 3 – Enforcement and Penalty Provisions 

Article 2 – Administrative Citations 
 
SEC.  1210.  Purpose and applicability.   
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Unless otherwise provided by law, the violation of any provision of this Code is subject to an 
administrative citation, fine and penalty pursuant to Government Code Section 53069.4. The remedies 
provided by this Chapter are in addition to all other legal remedies, criminal or civil, which may be 
pursued by the City to address any violation of this Code. Use of this Article shall be at the sole discretion 
of the City.  

SEC.  1211.  Enforcement Officer defined. 

For purposes of this Article, "Enforcement Officer" shall mean any City employee or agent of the 
City having the authority to enforce any provision of this code. Enforcement Officers shall have authority 
to issue administrative citations pursuant to this Article. 

SEC.  1212.  Administrative citation. 

A.    Whenever an Enforcement Officer charged with the enforcement of any provision of this 
Code determines that a violation of that provision has occurred, the Enforcement Officer may issue an 
administrative citation to any person responsible for the violation. 

B.    Each administrative citation shall contain the following information: 

1. The date of the violation; 
2. The address or a definite description of the location where the violation occurred; 
3. The section of this Code violated and a description of the violation; 
4. The amount of the fine for the Code violation; 
5. A description of the fine payment process, including a description of the time within 

which and the place to which the fine shall be paid; 
6. An order prohibiting the continuation or repeated occurrence of the Code violation 

described in the administrative citation; 
7. An order to correct the Code violation described in the administrative citation if said 

violation is correctable as described in subsection D below; 
8. A description of the administrative citation review process, including the time within 

which the administrative citation may be contested and the place from which a request 
for hearing form to contest the administrative citation may be obtained and an advance 
deposit waiver; and 

9. The name and signature of the citing Enforcement Officer. 

C.    Any order to correct issued as part of an administrative citation may be enforced as set forth 
in specific provisions applicable to that violation. 

 
D.    In cases involving a continuing violation pertaining to building, plumbing, electrical, or 

other similar structural or zoning issues that do not create an immediate danger to health or safety, a 
reasonable time not to exceed six months shall be provided to remedy or correct the violation prior to 
imposition of fines or penalties. In determining what is a reasonable time, the City may consider the 
estimate of local professionals including licensed contractors. In the case of such violations, the time 
within which the violation must be corrected in order to avoid a fine shall also be specified on the 
administrative citation.  The City Manager may extend the time period to remedy or correct a violation up 
to six months for good cause, including such factors as complexity of corrective action and third party 
delays not caused or contributed to by any person responsible for the violation.  Upon application to the 
City Manager and after a duly noticed public meeting, the City Council may further extend the time 
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Page 3 of 7 

period to remedy or correct a violation provided that the responsible party has made diligent progress in 
correcting the violation. 

 
E.    Whenever an administrative citation has been issued for the undertaking of any activity 

without a permit, license, or franchise required by this Code and the amount of the administrative fine 
imposed for that violation is delinquent, no permit, license, or franchise for that activity shall be issued 
unless and until the delinquent administrative fine and any applicable penalties and interest are first paid. 
A permit may be issued to correct outstanding violation(s) of this Code provided the person who received 
the citation has entered into a settlement and payment agreement to the satisfaction of the City Manager 
after first considering the circumstances, severity and extent of the violation. 

SEC. 1213.   Notice of Violation In Lieu Of Administrative Citation 

A.  Notice of violation, generally.  Except as provided in subsection B of his Section, if the 
violation consists of building, electrical, mechanical, plumbing or zoning regulation violations which does 
not create an immediate danger to health or safety, the Enforcement Officer may defer issuance of an 
administrative citation until the person responsible for a violation has first been given a notice of the 
violation and an opportunity to correct the violation. When issued, the notice of violation shall contain all 
of the following: 

 
1. The date and location that the violation was observed; 
2. The section of this Code violated and a description of the violation; 
3. The actions required to correct the violation; 
4. A reasonable and definite time period for the correction of the violation; and 
5. Notice that if the violation is not corrected by the date specified, an administrative citation 

may be issued and fines may be imposed. 
   

B.  Exceptions.  The Enforcement Officer is not required to issue a notice of violation prior to 
issuance of an administrative citation if any of the following circumstances exist, as determined by the 
Enforcement Officer: 
 

1. The person responsible for the violation was issued an administrative or infraction citation for 
violation of the same provision of this Code within the immediately preceding 12 months; 

2. The violation constitutes an immediate threat to the health or safety of any person or the 
public generally; 

3. One or more other violations exist on the property, any one of which is not subject to a notice 
of violation; or 

4. The person responsible for the violation owes the City unpaid administrative fees, fines or 
penalties that are delinquent. 
 

C.    Correction of Violation. If the Enforcement Officer determines that all violations listed in the 
notice of violation have been corrected within the specified time, an administrative citation may not be 
issued. If the Enforcement Officer determines that some or all of the violations listed in the notice of 
violation were not corrected within the required time, an administrative citation may be issued for each 
uncorrected violation or the Enforcement Officer may invoke any other remedy provided by law. 
 
SEC.  1214.  Amount of fines. 
  

The amount of the administrative fines imposed under this Article shall be established by 
resolution of the City Council and shall be consistent with Section 1200 and applicable state law. The 
schedule of fines shall specify increased fines for repeat violations of the same Code provision by the 
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same person within 12 months from the date of an administrative citation. Such person shall be guilty of a 
separate offense for each and every day, or portion thereof, during which any violation of any provision 
of this subchapter is committed, continued, or permitted by such person. The schedule of fines shall 
additionally specify the late payment and interest charges imposed on a payments made after its due date.  

SEC.  1215.  Payment of the fine. 

Fines shall be paid to the City within 30 days from the date of the administrative citation. 
Payment of a fine under this Article shall not excuse or discharge any continuation or repeated occurrence 
of the Code violation that is the subject of the administrative citation. Fines not paid when due shall be 
deemed delinquent, and subject to a late payment penalty and interest charge.  

SEC.  1216.  Hearing request. 

A.    The recipient of an administrative citation may contest the alleged violations, or that he or 
she is the responsible party, by submitting a request for hearing to the City within 30 days from the date 
of the administrative citation. The request for hearing must be made on a City provided form, and shall 
include a deposit payment of the total amount of fine, or notice that an advance payment hardship waiver 
application has been filed pursuant to Section 1217.   

B.    The City shall set a date for hearing not less than 15 days or more than 60 days from the date 
the City receives a complete hearing request form. The City shall notify the person requesting the hearing 
of the time and place set for the hearing at least ten days prior to the date of the hearing. 

C.    Any additional written reports concerning the administrative citation submitted by the 
Enforcement Officer for the hearing officer’s consideration shall also be served on the person requesting 
the hearing at least five days prior to the date of the hearing.  

SEC.  1217.  Advance payment hardship waiver. 

A.    Any person who intends to request a hearing under Section 1216 and who is financially 
unable to make the advance payment of the fine as required by this Article, may file an application for an 
advance payment hardship waiver.  The request for a hardship waiver shall be filed with the City on the 
City’s advance deposit hardship waiver application form within ten days of the date of the administrative 
citation. The application shall contain a sworn affidavit by the applicant together with any supporting 
documents or materials providing proof of such financial inability to deposit the full amount of the fine. 
The City Manager or designee shall review the application and determine if the application demonstrates 
actual financial inability to advance pay fine, and on such determination may waive the requirement of an 
advance deposit of the fine. 

B.    The advance payment deposit requirement shall be stayed unless or until the City makes a 
determination not to grant the advance payment hardship waiver. 

C.    If the City Manager determines not to issue an advance payment hardship waiver, the cited 
party shall remit payment to the City within ten days of the date of that decision or 30 days from the date 
of the administrative citation, whichever is later. 

D.    The City Manager shall issue a written determination of its reasons for granting or denying 
an advance payment hardship waiver. This written determination shall be final.

E.    The written determination shall be served upon the applicant for the advance payment 
hardship waiver by first class mail.  

SEC.  1218. Hearing officer. 

The City Manager shall designate one or more persons qualified to act as hearing officer for 
administrative citation hearings.  

SEC.  1219. Hearing procedures. 

A.    No hearing will be held unless the fine has been deposited in advance or an advance 
payment hardship waiver has been granted.  

B.    The administrative citation and any additional report submitted by the Enforcement Officer 
shall constitute prima facie evidence of the respective facts contained in those documents. Both the party 
contesting the administrative citation and the City shall be given opportunities to testify and present 
additional evidence concerning the alleged violations at the hearing.  Such evidence may include witness 
testimony and/or documentary evidence.  The legal rules of evidence shall not apply to the hearing, and 
the hearing officer may rely on any relevant evidence that is material to the alleged violations. 

D.    The failure of a recipient of an administrative citation to appear at the administrative citation 
hearing shall constitute a forfeiture of the fine, a failure to exhaust his or her administrative remedies and 
consent to any order issued as part of the administrative citation. 

F.    The hearing officer may continue the hearing and request additional information from the 
Enforcement Officer or the recipient of the administrative citation prior to issuing a written decision. 

SEC.  1220.  Hearing Officer’s decision. 

A.    After considering all the relevant testimony and evidence submitted at the hearing, the 
hearing officer shall issue a written decision to uphold, reduce or cancel the administrative citation and 
shall state in the decision the reasons therefore. The decision of the hearing officer shall be served by the 
City on the cited person within 10 days of receipt, and shall be final. 

B.    If the hearing officer determines that the administrative citation should be upheld, the fine 
amount on deposit with the City shall be retained by the City. 

C.    If the hearing officer determines that the administrative citation should be upheld and the 
fine has not been deposited pursuant to an advance payment hardship waiver, complete payment of the 
fine shall be made within 30 days of receipt of the hearing officer’s decision, and if not then paid shall be 
considered delinquent. 

D.    If the hearing officer determines that the administrative citation should be canceled or 
reduced and the fine was deposited with the City, the City shall refund the fine amount deposited or paid 
in excess, within 30 days of the date of the hearing officer’s decision.  

SEC.  1221.  Recovery of administrative citation fines and costs. 
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The City may collect delinquent fines, penalties and interest through any available legal method, 
including, but not limited to, collection, liens and judicial action, and the City’s collection costs are 
recoverable together with the delinquent payment, penalty and interest. Delinquent fines, penalties and 
interest owed for conditions of real property, or structures thereon, owned by the person cited may be 
made a lien against the real property upon which the violation occurred when such fines, penalties and 
interest are not fully paid within 60 days. 

SEC.  1222.  Lien Procedure 

A. The Finance Director may initiate proceedings to establish and record a lien against the 
property for which a delinquent fine was imposed on the owner of property for a violation occurring or 
existing on that property by preparing and filing with the City Clerk a report stating for each property for 
which a lien is proposed the amount of the delinquent administrative fine, applicable penalties and 
interest, and an administrative fee established by resolution of the City Council to recover the 
administrative costs incurred in recording the lien and carrying out the lien procedures of this Article. 
 

B. The City Clerk shall fix a time, date, and place for hearing by the City Council of the report 
and any protests or objections thereto. 

 
C. The Finance Director shall cause written notice to be served on the owner of each affected 

property not less than ten days prior to the time set for the hearing. Such notice shall set forth the amount 
of the delinquent administrative fine and any penalties and interest which are due. Such notice shall be 
delivered by first class mail, postage prepaid, addressed to each owner of such property to be assessed as 
that owner's address appears on the last equalized assessment roll or supplemental roll of the County of 
Humboldt, whichever is more current. Service by mail as provided for herein shall be effective on the 
date of mailing, and the failure of any person to actually receive such notice shall not affect the validity of 
the notice. 

 
D. At the conclusion of the hearing, the City Council may adopt a resolution confirming, 

discharging, or modifying the amount of the lien proposed for each affected property and order that the 
amount not discharged as to any property be reduced to a lien against that property. The City Council may 
thereupon order that the fee be specifically assessed against the property involved. If the City Council 
orders that the fee be specially assessed against the property, it shall confirm the assessment. Thereafter, 
said assessment may be collected at the same time and in the same manner as ordinary real property taxes 
are collected and shall be subject to the same penalties and the same procedure and sale in case of 
delinquency as provided for ordinary real property taxes. All laws applicable to the levy, collection, and 
enforcement of real property taxes are applicable to the special assessment.  

 
E. A lien may be foreclosed by an action brought by the City for a money judgment. 
 
F. The city may recover from the property owner any costs incurred regarding the process and 

recording of the lien and providing notice to the property owner as part of its foreclosure action to enforce 
the lien. 

 
G. The City Clerk shall record the lien in the office of the Humboldt County Recorder within 30 

days following the adoption of a resolution by the City Council imposing a lien. 
 
SEC.  1223.  Satisfaction of lien. 
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Upon payment in full is received by the City for all outstanding administrative fines, penalties, 
interest, and administrative costs, the Finance Director shall record a notice of satisfaction of lien with the 
office of the Humboldt County office recorder and release the lien. 

SEC.  1224.  Right to judicial review. 

A.    Any person aggrieved by an administrative decision of a hearing officer on an administrative 
citation may obtain review of the administrative decision by filing a petition seeking review in accordance 
with Government Code Section 53069.4. 

B.    The City is prohibited from seeking review of an administrative decision of a hearing officer 
on an administrative citation pursuant to Government Code Section 53069.4. 

SEC.  1225.  Legislative Subpoenas.  Pursuant to Government Code § 37104, the City Manager is 
authorized to issue subpoenas requiring attendance of witnesses or production of books or other 
documents for evidence or testimony in any administrative action or proceeding pending before the City.  
  

Section 5:  Severability.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this chapter is 
for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional, the decision shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining portions of the Chapter.  The City Council hereby declares that it would have passed this 
Chapter, and each section, subsection, sentence, clause and phrase thereof, irrespective of the fact that any 
one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses or phrases be declared invalid under law. 

 
Section 6:  This ordinance is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) 

pursuant to Section 15061(b)(3) of the CEQA Guidelines, because the ordinance implements an existing 
Code compliance program in a manner, and can be seen with certainty there is no possibility it may have 
a significant effect on the environment. 

Section 7:  This ordinance will take effect thirty (30) days after the date of its adoption.

technology, one of these was using cement behind the steel casing. This allowed for a 
tightly sealed1hold on the wellhead and for sealing off water-bearing sand, allowing the 
drillers to reach deeper strata that did yield oil. Drillers had tried before using wood 
shavings, chopped rope, used burlap sacks, and anything else to seal-up the space 
between the round steel casing and the dirt hole it was worked downwards into. Cement 
was pumped down the well and a packer at the bottom of the hole, forcing the cement up 
the back outside of the metal casing tube against the earth. Only in strata that yielded oil 
were the casings perforated with holes. Cementing in wells was soon mandatory and 
authorized state's mineralogists were sent out to inspect oil wells to see if they were 
indeed cemented. 

Automobiles in 1913 had just arrived in Los Angles and to fill-up the tank, car 
owners had their own 50-gallon tank with there name and lock place on it in the back of 
the Oil companies yard where the owner filled up his own automobile. Later a garage 
was open where motorists could drive in and buy just a tank-full of gasoline. Soon the 
cars were lined up around the block and another station was built with 2 one-gallon 
pumps. Wagons and horses delivered the oil until the first motorized tanker truck was 
used in 1910 because they increased the delivery speed up to 8 miles an hour. Soon the 
hayburners would all be out of work. The first oil trucks in Los Angles were Packard car, 
an old Alco and several large double-decked busses that were bought from a bankrupt 
transportation company that were fitted with oil tanks by the Union shops. 

McKinleyville 1893-1906 
Isaac Minor is the original founder of the Community of McKinleyville when he 

built the first creamery, then a store on his ranch in Dows Prairie. Originally the 
community was named "Minorsville" or "Minor" in 1893 after the city's beloved long 
time resident. In August of 1897, some 600 people gathered for an all night celebration 
inside a barn in Dows Prairie, and there a resolution was circulated denouncing the name 
McKinleyville first being suggested by the south end of town after he became the 24th 
President of the United States in 1897. It was Isaac Minor, who allowed his name to be 
removed from his town, and then he asked his growing community it to be renamed after 
William McKinley assassination. 

President McKinley's Statue in Arcata 1906 
It was the spring of 1905 when a white haired and white bearded old man George 

Zehndner walked inside the door of a new artist studio belonging to a young Haig 
Patigian. German born Mr. Zehndner was there to commission a new statue to be 
donated as a gift to his beloved city of Arcata. As a young boy, Georges father was a 
farmer after surviving being a soldier in the Napoleonic War that lasting from 1812 till 
1814. Working his way westward he lived a gifted life in California, and after a couple of 
tries, discovering his poke of gold in the Weaverville gold fields, where he prospered 
enough to by himself a pack train of mules. From 1854 until March of 1862 he traded his 
20 mules, for 20 cows and began his Angels Ranch on his new Humboldt County land 
claim, just 12 miles from Arcata's downtown square. In just 12 years from 1850, the total 
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brutal genocide of the Indian settlements around the bay led to outright Indian War, this 
time with many Indians carrying firearms. During the Indian attack on Mr. Zehndner 
homestead ranch, he was shot in the hand, and again in his back. His buildings were 
burned to the ground and his cattle, the food that caused the war in the first place, all 
disappeared. Seriously wounded, he escaped to the neighbor's house and suffered for 2 
years while his wounds healed. George Zehndner married in 1874, and then he sold his 
ranch and moved to town where he prospered in the growing town of Arcata. He was a 
Republican, a Mason and an admirer of his murdered republican leader, the recently 
assassinated President McKinley. 

Mr. Zehndner, at the ripe old age of 81, was in San Francisco that day looking for 
a sculptor to make him a bronze statue of the recently assassinated President William 
McKinley. He had just gotten the new artist addresses from a doorman at his hotel who 
had recently saw a article about him in the newspaper. Haig Patigian newest art studio 
just happened to be inside San Francisco's first art gallery, located in part of the old 
amusement park that was founded in 1866 and called Woodwllrd's Gardens. He had just 
moved in because another sculptor recently vacated the building as he traveled abroad. 
Haig could afford the 15 dollars a month because he had just been paid 50 dollars for 
making a pin & ink drawing of a new complicated mechanical voting machine for the 
local newspaper. Newspaper illustrating was how the artists' survived before, making 
money at 11 dollars a week. It was a difficult drawing of the voting machine, with 
hundreds of numbered buttons, levers, handles and keys gave him the cash to open up a 
real professional art studio he so desired. 

President McKinley was assassinated in 1903, allowing Vice President Teddy 
Roosevelt to become the new leader of the United States. Haig Patigian had previously 
seen the deceased president and had drawn his picture in 1901, when President McKinley 
was in San Francisco breaking the ground for a glorious new monument to Admiral 
Dewey that was being constructed in downtown Union Square. In 1903 it would be 
President Teddy Roosevelt, who would be dedicating the finished Dewey monument. 
McKinley open the Pacific for America when, after the explosion that sank the Maine in 
Havana Harbor, and the American fleet sank the Spanish fleet in Manila harbor, thus 
taking the Philippines Islands, along with Cuba in a bloody war just because the warship 
blew up without explanation. America was using the guerilla tactics learned by the 
military during the Indians Plains Wars. 

Once inside the studio, Mr. Zehndner wasted no time in telling Pattigan what he 
was looking for and he was delighted to hear about the artist experience of having seen, 
and drawn the living President before. To make the bronze statue, and have the base 
pedestal carved from stone, then to have the statue erected, Haig Patigian said that it 
would cost 15,000 dollars and Mr. Zehndner said, "That sounds fine." Mr. Zehndner was 
leaving on the steamship the Pomona to go north the next day, allowing the artist a month 
to make sketches and complete a final concept miniature construction model a few inches 
tall for the approval of Mr. Zehndner. Weeks passed by, then months slipped away 
worrying the artist before Mr. Zehndner returned as a passenger on the "Pomona" to San 
Francisco to sign the contract, and put-down the $2,500 dollars in deposit after he happily 
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
